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TPC and the Islamic Burial Ground TPC Alani ve islami Gémiitler
Arek Marciniak

The 2012 season brought about the beginning of the field work in the previously unexcavated area located on the SW slope of the
southern prominence of the Neolithic Mound. This new excavation zone was named the TP Connection Area (TPC). The ultimate goal of
this project is to connect the stratigraphy in the TP Area, excavated between 2001-2008, with the main stratigraphic sequence in the
South. The goal of this year’s work carried out in selected parts of the TPC Area was to identify Neolithic constructions and to start
excavating them. During this process eight burials (6 adults and 2 children) were identified and excavated. We believe these to be a part
of the Islamic cemetery located on top of the mound, which was in use for a long period of time, probably from the middle of the 12" to
the middle of the 17" century.

2012 sezonununda Neolitik Héylik’iin giineybati yamacinda yeni bir kazi alani agilmistir. Bu kazi alani TP Baglanti Alani (TPC) olarak
adlandiriimistir. Buradaki ¢calismalarin amaci 2001-2008 yillari arasinda kazisi yapilan TP Alani ile Giiney Alani’ni stratigrafik olarak
birlestirebilmektir. TPC’nin sadece belirli yerlerinde gerceklesen bu seneki ¢alismalarin amaci Neolitik déneme ait yapilari belirlemek
olmustur. Bu siiregte, sekiz bireyin mezari (alti yetiskin ve iki gocuk) ortaya ¢ikarilmistir. Bu mezarlarin 12. Yiizyiin basindan 17. Yiizyilin
sonuna kadar kullaniimis bir Miisliiman mezarlidgin par¢asi oldugunu diisiiniiyoruz.

This season’s excavations
focused on understanding the construction phases of these buildings.
Removing walls and parts of walls turned out to reveal much more information
than anticipated, mostly about the stratigraphy and micro-stratigraphy of
construction features, and about construction techniques and materials.

Trench 8 Agma 8 (Burgin Erdogu) This was the last season of fieldwork of the University
of Thrace, Edirne. The first aim of this year’s excavation was to reach the floors of
Building 94, which was first excavated in 2010. Overall the structure was demarcated on
the western, northern and southern sides, respectively by walls and internal buttress.
The building contains two benches, and a crawl-hole or doorway on its southern wall.
The building has an uneven floor consisting of a compact whitish colored layer, relatively
rich in finds such as pottery sherds, animal bones, shells and chipped stones. A sherd
with a human figure is noteworthy.
