Neolithic levels. We were able to date
the building through the vessels
found. In the same trench, to the north,
B.122, a burnt building from the late
Neolithic was uncovered. One of its
spaces contained three well preserved
bins and an oven. A large amount of
botanical material was identified and
excavated. In particular clusters of
barley and wheat grains were
preserved as phytoliths. These
clusters make the largest number of
phytoliths ever discovered in a
prehistoric site in the region.

In Trench 2, B.121, a relatively large
structure with a suite of in-built
features and complex history of
occupation was uncovered. A
sequence of three subsequently built
platforms, a hearth and bin were
revealed, but not yet excavated. The
eastern wall of the building is
plastered and contains a spectacular
geometric painting made with white
paint over a dark grey background.
Unfortunately, the building is only
partly preserved as it has been badly
truncated by later activities.

Bina 122 olarak
tanimlanan bu yapinin bir yan
odasinda giiniimiize korunagelmis li¢
silo ve bir firin ele ge¢mistir. Silolar
icerisinden bliyiik miktarda arpa ve
bugday kalintilarr bulunmustur. Bir
kismi fitolit olarak korunmus olan bu
kalintilar, Neolitik déneme ait
simdiye kadar ele gecmis en biiyiik
fitolit érnek toplulugunu temsil
etmektedir.

A¢ma 2 icerisinden ise yerlesimin ge¢
dénemine ait, mimari 6geleriyle bir
biitiinliik gésteren ve icerisinde uzun
zaman yasanilmis oldugu anlasilan
bir bina ele ge¢mistir. Yan yana insa
edilmis U seki, bir ocak ve bir silo
agiga gcikarilmissa da heniiz
kazilmamstir. Dogu duvarinin
lizerinde simdiye dek 6rnegi
gériilmemis olan bir resim
bulunmustur. Duvar resmi, gri renkli
zemin lizerine parlak beyaz ile
boyanmis gizgilerden olusan bir
geometrik desenden ibarettir.
